Stress relief When we binge-watch, we escape from our real lives for a few hours. While we're
watching, we don’t think about our problems or responsibilities. That can help us relieve stress.

Happiness According to experts, when we binge-watch, our brains produce
dopamine —a chemical that makes us feel happy. As soon as one episode is over, we
start the next one because we want to keep feeling good.

Ca ring Psychologists say that our brains can experience things we watch on TV
almost the same way that they experience real events. We often become attached
to characters and really care about what happens to them.
