What else is there? What you're going to wear, of course. The way you look is
very important. At the end of the interview, you want people to be talking about
your skills and experience, not your appearance.

What should you wear? Suits and ties for guys, and dresses for women? That’s
not always necessary.

The modern guerilla gardening movement has more goals than
just making urban spaces beautiful, and it uses a variety of tactics.

For people who use wheelchairs, traditional trails can pose significant challenges. Uneven paths,
steep slopes, and lack of proper facilities can make exploring nature difficult, if not impossible.

Hiking trails usually wind through forests or up mountains. Hiking is a wonderful experience for many.
But for people who use wheelchairs or need other walking assistance aids, trails can be impossible or
dangerous. They are uneven, sometimes have obstacles like rocks or tree roots, and can have steep

inclines. Fortunately, some parks are making modifications to their trails so everyone can enjoy them.

Take, for example, the changes made to a popular nature reservation north of Boston, Massachusetts.
The park added a wheelchair accessible trail paved with stone dust and wooden decking. These
smooth surfaces make it possible for people in wheelchairs to move easily along the entire quarter-mile

trail, whether on their own or with assistance. The trails also feature gradual inclines instead of steep
hills, allowing for a safer experience.

The Charles W. Ward Reservation didn't stop at just building an
accessible trail. They also installed an accessible viewing platform
overlooking a beautiful body of water. The platform is spacious
enough for wheelchairs to maneuver, ensuring great views for all
visitors. Benches and rest areas have been added along the trail
as well, providing shaded spots for people to take breaks.

It takes time and resources to create accessible trails, but the
benefits are enormous. These modifications promote inclusion,
offering access to individuals who may have felt excluded before.
By making these changes, parks are creating spaces where
everyone can enjoy nature for years to come.
